As a general rule, medicines or cures are forbidden on Shabbos
or Yom Tov. This is an 13277 Wo’R that was instituted in the time
ofthe gemara,

Rav Yehuda asked Ulla how this was permitted - upon which
Ullareadily agreed with Rav Yehuda, that such an act is in fact
considered 1251, extinguishing a fire, and forbidden on Yom
Tov. He commented that his attendant was acting on his own,
without his approval.

Abaye suggested other options to resolve this problem, such as
moving the candle to another house or setting up a partition. In
absence of these options, Abaye ruled that it is forbidden to
extinguish a candle for this purpose.

It is permitted to sweep the floor on Yom Tov in the areas
between the beds where they ate.

As Rashi explains; The Chachamim forbid sweeping the
earthen floors that were common in the times of the Mishna, for
fear that one would fill in the crevices of the floor, which
constitutes 3, building on Yom Tov. Rabban Gamliel held
that the small areas between the beds were constantly cleaned,
and therefore did not contain crevices that could inadvertently
be filled.

The Gemara cites a Braisa in which 173 92 91p°5K '27 says that
they did not actually sweep on Yom Tov in the home of 27
