A Jew is commanded to have even his animal refrain from
work, and rest on Shabbos and Yom Tov. This is learned from
the Pasuk;

Jm I mr wnd

MO IPRY 717

A onn IRw 127 is a permissible act which is performed on
Shabbos, which may result in an Isur Torah being inadvertently
performed. Rebbi Y ehudah prohibits performing such an
action, since it may result in an Isur Torah. Rebbi Shimon
disagrees, claiming that even though an Isur Torah may result
from this action, since the Isur Torah will come about without
intent, the action is permitted.

I DRIV, also known as 2w 250wn NRMY, is a IRML that is
specific to an item that is usually designated to stand on, sit on
or lie on.

In this case v“ar7 held that the ribbon was not a

RN - a burden, but rather a

vwON - an adornment for the animal.

The Chachamim do not consider it a v*won, but a IRwWnH.

The Gemara clarifies, that this was not really the cow of 27
7Y 12 WHR, who was fabulously wealthy and would give
13,000 animals as 7wyn each year, but rather his neighbor’s cow.
Since he did not protest her actions, it was attributed to him.

V2NN DR PTIPO

One may groom an animal with a metal comb on Yom Tov,
even though this might scratch the skin of the animal, and cause
anman - a wound, because this is not his intention, and a 727
IR IPRY is permitted.

The Gemara elaborates:

Actually, there are two types of combs:

M2AN PO DIOP - TP

A metal comb - with small teeth - which will make a wound -
72N PO PRIDTA - PRI

A wood comb - with large teeth - which will not make a wound -

Rebbe Yehuda holds that we are forbidden to use a metal comb
on Yom Tov, because it will make a wound in the animal - and
he holds

One may not do something which might result in an 178, even
if that is not his intention.

However, he may use a wood comb, because it will not make a
wound in the animal.

TV TOR NYIR 1 WARD) -

We do not forbid the wood comb, lest he come to use the metal
comb.

The Chachamim forbid the use of even the wood comb,

One may grind pepper in a pepper mill on Yom Tov.

7Y 12 TYHX °27 holds that jmv is included in the 9mn of YR
wol.

The Chachamim hold that jmv is not included in the 3117 of So1%
wol.
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Zugt the Mishna:

While on the topic of pepper mills, the Mishnah teaches that the
three parts of the pepper mill are Halachically considered three
b0, The ramification of this are that if one part comes off, the
other parts are still i 52pn independently of each other.
Furthermore, if one part becomes X»v, the other parts do not
automatically become xnv.

The gemara describes the 3 parts:

The bottom part of the pepper mill, the receptacle for the ground
pepper, contracts IRV as a :12°p 13, which applies even to
wooden vessels.

The middle part, the netting that acts as a sifter contracts nzmw
1312771, because - as Rashi explains - since it is woven, it
resembles a cloth which is iRm0 Sapn.

Tosfos explains that a sieve is considered a»rp ma-a
receptacle, because it keeps the larger pieces on top.

nann 51 Dwn oY

The upper part, which contains the blade that crushes the pepper
corns, is XM Hapn as a metal °55, which contracts xML even if
it does not have a M2p .

The last Mishnah of the Perek teaches;

A child’s toy wagon, which the child can ride on as well,
contracts O NRMIV, meaning that since this is a *>> that is
designated to ride on, it can contract XV from an XMV IR
such as a 21, by having the nixmvn ar ride on it, lean on it, or sit
on it, and they will in turn make the wagon an x>0 2R as well.

It may be carried on Shabbos just as any other 9175 1maRSHW 3,
and is not Muktzah.

Things like tables and benches may not be dragged on the
ground, because they create furrows by digging into the earth,
and MOR P12 PRV 727,

However, a wagon may be ridden on the ground, because it
merely depresses the earth.
