Nolad refers to items which came into being on Shabbos or
changed significantly in form on Shabbos. This would include
eggs laid on Shabbos, pieces of a vessel which broke on
Shabbos, a new fire that was created on Yom Tov, etc.
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So let's review.....

The gemara continues explaining the previous Mishnah about
various actions which are forbidden on Yom Tov:

A Rbig!

One may not rest a pot, nor support a door with a tree stump, as
wood is meant for use as firewood, and is considered Muktzah
for other uses.

Rebbe Shimon, who holds that 73 is permissible, allows
wood for other uses on Yom Tov.

The gemara brings another n,>nn regarding using wood on

Y om Tov for purposes other than firewood.

N1 - A sharp tree branch, which someone would like to use as
a spit for the purpose of roasting meat on Yom Tov -

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Rav Nachman permits this while Rav Sheshes forbids it.

The Gemara explains:

Ifthe wood is wet, and unsuitable for burning, all would agree
that the wood is n3pn and forbidden to be used as a spit.

The np>mn is regarding dry wood;
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Rav Nachman holds that it may not be used as a spit, because,
wood is only permissible to be used for firewood.
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Rav Sheishes holds we may use it as a spit just as we may use as
firewood, it's the same type of use.
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Another nmbnp
regarding using wood on Yom Tov
for purposes other than firewood
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The Gemara explains:

All agree that a dry stick may be used as a spit, since it is usable
as firewood.

The npbmn is regarding wet wood

JORT NP
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Rav Nachman holds that it is forbidden as a spit, since it cannot
be used for firewood.
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Rav Sheishes holds we can use it as a spit, because it can use it
as firewood in a large bonfire.

The Gemara concludes;

Dry wood may be used as a spit, while wet wood is considered
137 and may not be moved at all on Yom Tow.

He may also use any wood available to him in order to use as
firewood,

Any available wood in his courtyard is considered 191,
prepared, and not Nz on Yom Tov.

The o1on hold that only wood that is inside the house is
considered 1015, and not the wood that is outside in the 73m.
Furthermore, they do not agree that one may use wood for a
toothpick, as wood is only designated and permitted to use for
firewood on Yom Tov.
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One may not create a new fire on Yom Tov, not by rubbing
wood or stones together, nor from earth, or tiles, and not by
using a glass of water to harness the rays of the sun, as the
Gemara explains that creating any new fire on Yom Tov is
considered 75 - creating something new, which is forbidden
on Yom Tov.
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We may not heat up roof'tiles to use as a heat source on Yom
Tov. The gemara explains that this is referring to new tiles,
which the heating process completes the tile, which would be
prohibited because of X1 pp’n. However an already finished
tile may be heated on Yom Tov in order to use as a heat source
to cook food for Yom Tov.

The gemara teaches:
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Produce that is eaten by animals, such as hay and the like,

Does not carry the law of "3 ', as they are soft and one does
not usually fashion a *5> out of them, and therefore one may
break off a piece to use as a toothpick from soft vegetation
which are usually eaten by animals.

The gemara challenges this
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While one may carry 0»w1 3 in order to smell them, and he
may rub them with his fingers to bring out the fragrance, but
one may not clip them on Shabbos or Yom Tov,

If one did clip them with the purpose of smelling the fragrance,
one is not required to bring a nxvM j29p, but it is nevertheless
forbidden 132971, Rashi explains; because of a 771 that he will
clip it v»w 12 y13n5, which is nxon 27n, as the Braisa continues;

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One certainly may not pick the wood for the purpose of using it
as a toothpick;, as that is considered creating a *53, which is
forbidden and if one does so w3, he must bring a nXOM 1277.
