Although, Muktzah prohibits handling certain objects on
Shabbos, however, when an item of Muktzah that is very
repulsive is in a place where people are staying, the Chachamim
permitted the item to be removed, due to n1327 722, An
example of this would be a pan of waste matter, otherwise
known as a v 50 9.

On Yom Tov, it is permitted to prepare food for Yom Tov, as is
stated in the Pasuk regarding Y om Tov: Rin w93 925 53R JOR IR

Certain similar activities are forbidden on Shabbos, because
Shabbos is more stringent in that it is a 7>’po 270, However on
Yom Tov, these activities would be permitted, because it is
more lenient in that it is only a 8> arn.
