The Gemara in the previous Daf discussed a Gett that was
written on something growing in a 211 y°3Y, a flowerpot
with a hole in it.

The Gemara now goes on to discuss other Halachos that
pertain to a 171 P 3Y.

A7 27 says that a Gett may NOT be written on paper
that was previously erased, or on paper on which erasing
is not discernable, because it can be forged. However, the
Chachamim hold that a Gett MAY be written on this type
of paper.

After the Gett is written, one may erase the entire Gett
until the nu>ynn, rewrite the Gett and omit a stipulation
that was in the original Gett. And the 911 will not be
