The Chachamim initiated j»1 in a Gett for the concern of a
person married to his niece; and that if she was 7, he
will attempt to save her from ' by giving her a Gett and
claim that they were divorced at the time of nmt.

But now that the Chachamim initiated that a Gett must
have a y1, she will not be saved from nn», since the mixn
precedes the j»nt of the Gett.

The Chachamim initiated 1 to preserve the wife'’s
profits. Since a husband owns his wife’s profits, he will
continue to sell her profits even after they divorce and
claim that these were HIS m9, because they were sold
while they were still married.

But now that the Chachamim initiated that a Gett must
have a y1, the Gett proves that these were HER mvo,
because the Gett precedes the sale of the mvo.

Now, regarding our Mishnah which mentions that a 9910
