A person is not liable for 7>v» if he benefits from wipn
that is attached to the ground.

There are two parts to a Yx7w”’s ownership of a 315 729

He becomes the YXw”'s asset, and all the 72v’s work
belongs to his master.

A 1915 72 must initially undergo 7 and 0w’ 7>av
m72Y, immersion in a Mikvah for the purpose of becom-
ing a 110 72v. He then acquires a unique status in that he
becomes nwR NN 2100, obligated in the Mitzvos that
apply to women. However, he may marry a inow, but he
cannot marry a YR’ n3, a Jewish woman.

If, and when, he is emancipated, he must undergo another
Pn 12 0wH 1220 and becomes a full-fledged Sxw . He's
then 2711 in ALL nnzw, and can marry a YXw na.

In other words, a "3v1> 72» becomes a Yxw» and is permit-
ted to a Bas Yisroel, only if his master completely frees
him and removes both features of m7ay.

The Torah mentions that if the master gives him a 70w

discusses other methods of M nw.

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Before we proceed to the Gemara’s discussion of various
ways a *3»10 72 can be freed, let's clarify the following:
There are two parts to a Yx7w’s ownership of an *3p33 72V

He becomes the 587w”'s property, and all the 72v’s work
belongs to his master.

A >335 72p must initially undergo n>» and owb 70
m72Y, immersion in a Mikvah for the purpose of becom-
ing a°1v13 72. He then acquires a unique status in that he
becomes TwR NN 270, obligated in the Mitzvos that
apply to women. However, he may marry a nnow but
cannot marry a YR7w n3, a Jewish woman.

If and when, he is emancipated, he must undergo another
P9 12 0w5 720 and becomes a full-fledged 58w, He's
then 2m in ALL mix», and can marry a YR na.

In other words, a°1v13 72p becomes a Y7 and is permit-
ted to a Bas Yisroel, only if his master completely frees
him and removes both features of m7ay.

Now, how is this accomplished?

All agree that if the master writes him a M nw 0w, a
document of emancipation, the 71y is completely free and
can marry a Bas Yisroel.

Regarding 79, where the 72 redeems himself with
money, there is a Machlokes;

A 72 or Nnow become completely free only through a
70w but not through 903, because the Pasuk concludes

Here the Pasuk mentions only 70w but not 9031 1179, One
is liable for a 19190 nnow only if she received a MInw oW
and was completely free, but he is not liable if she

redeemed herself with o3 and became only partially free.

According to Rebbe Shimon, 79 removes only the pip
1o, but does remove the 17O°R 1Ip; and a *3»30 72V cannot
marry a 587w’ na after 1179 alone, but still needs a 7w

Once the master has no /1 73 in the 72p, he’s no longer
considered an 72 at all, and there’s no Mo'R PIp either. In
other words, S8mw holds that the WO’R 13p cannot exist
without the pmn pIp.

All the 072, both adults and children, acquire their own
selves first and become free, and another person cannot
acquire them.

Rw Nar disagrees and says

Only the adult o>72Y, who generally can make a 13p, can
acquire themselves and are free; but the minors who
generally cannot acquire anything, remain 0°71y; and
therefore a YR3w’ can acquire them.

The Braisa implies that these 0’72 are completely free
even regarding the 77O’ 71 and may marry a Bas Yisroel.
The Gemara therefore asks

If a person states I give up hope of ever finding my 72y,
which is the equivalent of 9pon, Rebbe rules like 377 "1 29
that the 72y cannot marry unless he receives a 1w OW.
The Gemara points out that in this case 179 would not be
effective.

That is only where the master owned both the 17o'X 11p
and the p»» p1p at the time, and 1170 has the power to
remove both. However, in this case, 9971 certainly can
only remove the 1791 13p, while the remaining WoO'R 1Ip
cannot be removed by a basically monetary transaction of
179, only by a 1mnw Jow.
