There’s no ©3p for the original leaving Eretz Yisroel,
because the 72v came along voluntarily. Had he refused to
come along, the Gemara explains, his master indeed could
not have compelled the 72p to leave SR’ PR,
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The T2V become free,
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There’s no DI for the original leaving Eretz
Yisroel, because the T2 came along voluntarily.

Had he refused to come along, the Gemara
explains, his master indeed could not have
compelled the T2D to leave SN YIN.
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
