We assess the cause of his death. If he died from the first
sickness the Gett is valid, because the *Rin of 1 1> DR
7 was fulfilled. But if he died from a second sickness the
Gett is not valid, because the *Rin was not fulfilled.

N1 27 explains our Mishnah to be speaking of a case
where he did NOT fully recover; and Rav Huna interprets
w1 75 oY as follows:

He went from one illness into another. And

He only walked on a crutch.

In this case if nm1 75m, he ultimately died; 1R P78, and if
he died from the initial illness the Gett is valid, because
the "R of 7t "> 1m 'rd o was fulfilled.

However, on the one hand, if 75 X5, he remained bedrid-
den, the Gett is valid even without 1mR 7R, because we
certainly assume that he died from the initial illness.

On the other hand, if 15m oY, he walked without
assistance, he is fully recovered and the Gett is null and
void, because the *Rin of 71 "5 'nip ox was NOT fulfilled.
