The term nan Yy, on condition, indicates an immediate
Kiddushin that takes effect retroactively, or only when the
condition is fulfilled.

Giving a Gett that should take effect “From today and after
my death”.

A stipulation that he possesses a certain amount of money,
or a certain size land; the Gemara discusses the Halachah if
we cannot verify that he does.
