The Mishnah’s case of
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In a case of a person who was poured a cup of wine and he
stated:

I take-on to be a Nazir from this cup.

And the distinction whether he was 712w, intoxicated, or
he was sober.

The Mishnah’s case of
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A person that states: I take-on to be a Nazir on condition
that I am permitted to drink wine. He becomes a Nazir,
and he is prohibited in ALL Halachos of m11. The
Gemara offers two explanations for this Halachah.

The Machlokes omom pynw 117 regarding
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He takes-on to be a Nazir without a *xin, but then states “I
DID know that one can become a Nazir, but I did NOT
know that a Nazir is prohibited in wine.”

The Machlokes omom pynw "17 regarding
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He takes-on to be a Nazir, but then states “I DID know that
a Nazir is prohibited to wine, but I assumed that the
Chachamim would nullify the m713, because I can only
sustain myself through wine."

There are three explanations for this Machlokes.

The Mishnah'’s case of
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A person that states: I take-on to become a Nazir, AND to
bring another Nazir's Korbanos.
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Some of the terms and concepts we will learn about
include
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A xin which overrides a Torah obligation is null and void.

There are 3 features of a Nazir's restrictions.

There is a Machlokes omom py»w 17 1in ) 97: regarding
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A person states that he takes-on only ONE feature of a
Nazir.

Pwnw 27 holds
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He does NOT become a Nazir unless he takes-on ALL its
Halachos;
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OR as Tosfos says if he does NOT specify any features.
Because the Pasuk states
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From ALL grape products

While the Chachamim hold
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Even when he specifies ONE feature, he becomes a Nazir
for ALL features, because the Pasuk adds the words
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To teach that even from ONE feature

The Machlokes SXinw1 "or 17 in Masechta Nedarim X3 97
regarding
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Four Nedarim are always nullified. This includes 373
D'o1R, when a ©IR prevents a person from fulfilling his
Neder.

'OR 27 holds
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These Nedarim are only nullified WITH a oor 9. While
Sxmw holds
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These Nedarim are nullified even WITHOUT a oon am0n.
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There are 3 features
of a Nazir’s restrictions
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So let's review ...

Zugt Di Mishnah
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If a person was poured a cup of wine and stated: I shall be
a Nazir from this cup, he becomes a Nazir, as Tosfos
writes;
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He is prohibited in ALL wine, because
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He does NOT intend only to refuse their wine, because
then he would have made a Neder from THIS cup, and
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They would NOT bring him another cup.

However
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If he was intoxicated when they poured him the wine, and
he stated: I shall be a Nazir from this cup, he does NOT
become a Nazir, and
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His statement is considered a Neder from THIS cup, but
he is permitted to drink other wines, because
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He intends only to refuse their wine;
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And he could NOT have made a Neder just for THIS cup,
because

They WOULD then bring him other cups, because people
enjoy watching a m1>w drink.

As the Mishnah concludes
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There was an incident of an intoxicated woman who was
poured a cup of wine, and she stated: I shall be a Nazir
from this cup. The Chachamim ruled that she does NOT
become a Nazir, because her intentions were only for a
Neder to prohibit THIS cup.
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Zugt Di Mishnah
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If a person states: I shall be a Nazir on condition that I am
permitted to drink wine, and become n» X1»V; he becomes
a Nagzir, and he is prohibited in ALL m=13 miabn.

Similarly, if he says
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If he takes-on to be a Nazir without a ’Xin, and then states
“I DID know that one can become a Nazir, but I did NOT
know that a Nazir is prohibited to drink wine;“ he becomes
aNazir anyway, and he’s forbidden to drink wine, because

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And he accepted the other Halachos.

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The words nin by are a *Rin, a condition, in which he
initially states 713 °197 to accept ALL features, and he then
makes a Rin to remove ONE feature. However,
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The xinis NOT effective. Because
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A xin which contradicts a Xn»xT 71957 1s NOT effective.

The Mishnah continues
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If he takes-on to be a Nazir, and then states “I DID know
that a Nazir is prohibited in wine and mxm10, but I assumed
that the Chachamim would nullify the m=13, because I can
only sustain myself through wine, or because my occupa-
tion is to bury the dead;

PYPw 117 says that he DOES become a Nazir.

In this Machlokes they seem to reverse their earlier
positions; for which the Gemara offers 3 explanations:
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In this Machlokes
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they seem to reverse their earlier positions?
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79K, these opinions must be reversed to be the same as in
the previous case.

The xnp xin holds
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Because even though he did NOT accept > n»nw and

n» R, however he DID accept nnn; and
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Because he did NOT accept 1> n»nw and ni» nxmw; and
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We do NOT reverse these opinions; and there is no
contradiction. Actually, they each follow their respective
opinions. However, the two cases are under different
circumstance:

In this case in the Ro'D;
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He initially accepted ALL features, and then nullified
ONE feature. Therefore,
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The m 11 is completely nullified, because
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Just as when he accepts only ONE feature, he becomes a
complete Nazir for ALL features; so too when he nullifies
ONE feature, the m~11 is completely nullified for ALL
features,.

While
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The m713is NOT nullified at all, because
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Just as he only becomes a Nazir if he accepts ALL
features; so too, the M3 is only removed when he
nullifies ALL features.

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He only accepted ONE feature. Therefore,
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The two cases are under
different circumstance
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They disagree in the Machlokes SXmw1 "o 27 in noon
N> 07 0172 regarding
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Four Nedarim are always nullified; and it includes *173

Zugt Di Mishnah
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If a person states: I shall become a Nazir, AND I take-on
to bring another Nazir's Korbanos.
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After hearing his Neder, his friend stated, and I too shall
be like him, AND I too take-on to bring another Nazir’s
Korbanos.
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Each one is obligated in both;

To fulfill a my;

And to bring another Nazir's Korbanos.

However
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If they are clever, each one would fulfill his own M1 and
then bring Korbanos for the other. This way, each person
ends up bringing only one set of Korbanos.
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And if they did NOT do so, and each brought his own
Korbanos for his own m713, they must bring another set of
Korbanos for other 0713 in which each person ends up
bringing two sets of Korbanos.
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The Gemara asks
