was still forbidden. It is therefore comparable to the case
where the woman links her m711 to her friend’s before the
17on, when she is still forbidden. Therefore, just like we
say ©onn RIp*Y»7, that she refers to the time of MO'R, even
though she knows that her Neder might be revoked; so too
when someone says 05w Nt w15 7 793, he also refers to
7771 0P, when it is MOK, even though it will become I
72982,
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However, the Gemara points out a distinction between
these cases:
