If a pair of birds is required to be brought as a Korban, as
in the case of'a 21, a a1, a 3V N5V or Y YNIY, the
determination of which of the two birds is the 7 and
which is the nxvn, is made either by the person bringing
the Korban, at the time of purchase, or by the Kohen, at the
time of actual sacrifice.
