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The Gemara concludes, that according to ynw 29, a 1n
pwnw cannot be considered as a 717377 7927 because the
declaration that Shimshom will be a life-long Nazir, was
made by a 785 and not by man.

Our gemora towards the end of the daf presented the
heartwarming story of a young man who declared himself
a Nazir because he felt that his beautiful hair was pulling
to evil inclinations. Upon hearing this, Shimon Hatzaddik
who never ate from a Nazir's korbom declared this case an
exception.
