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There is actually another source for the principle of nwy
nWYI NYYN X9 DnIT regarding yaixn:

The superfluous word njr in the Pasuk of ywun teaches
that a yuxn > shaves his beard, even though he
transgresses the prohibition yar nxe nx n'nwn x5, AND the
positive commandment ra awrtp, for a Kohein to
maintain his holiness.
