If the ~vpon gave the apon a time limit, such as, for 1
day, 1 week, 1 month, 1 year or for 1 Shmittah
cycle;

If no one had yet claimed field, the vpon can retract
his ~pon.

-2- And why is it that in the xwn, the 1jpon CAN be
ann even when another person already claimed the
field, and in the xo0, the vpon CANNOT be rin
when another person claimed the field?
