The Pasuk says that the Nedarim of a widow or divorcee
always remain in effect. This would be obvious, since an
7SR or w1 does not have a husband to revoke her
Nedarim, and she’s no longer in her father’'s mw?
Therefore, the Mishnah clarifies that the Pasuk refers to a
case where:

She stipulated that her m7°11 begin only in thirty days;

Even if she gets married before the m11 begins, her
husband cannot revoke the Neder, because they were not
married when she made the Neder.

Her husband’s 7191 is valid even if he dies or divorces her
within the thirty days, because they WERE married when
she made the Neder.
