the Lunar calendar with the Solar calendar, which runs for

approximately 11 days longer each year than its counterpart, the
Lunar calendar.

From our point of view, here on earth, we observe the sun

rotating around the earth every day. *
Rising in the morning, setting in the evening and then once
again rising the next morning and setting in the evening, and so
on.

What is not so apparent is that just like the sun, all the heavenly
bodies - or for our purposes we'll say, all the stars - also make
one complete rotation around our earth each day.

The sun along with all the stars rotate around earth to create a

day.

However there is one minute distinction; the stars’ rotation is
faster by about 1° per day.

If we then divided the complete 360° of sky around our world
into 12 sections or constellations, we would have the markings
for each of the 12 months.

Being that the stars are not equally spaced or positioned within
each 30° section, they appear to be depicting a different image
within each section. If we take a look at the stars corresponding
to the first month of Nissan, they in some way can be seen as
depicting an image of a 750 - a sheep - or Aries. On the opposite
end of'the sky or 6 sections further setting below the horizon we
find a depiction of a 'R - a scale - representing 171 DY the
month of Tisrei. Another famous mazel is that of fish - as in 5>
0°7 77X - Pisces. N

All of these 12 constallations rotate around the earth about once v* e 27pn
every 24 hour. o

All of these 12 constallations
rotate around the earth
about once every 24 hour
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Begining with the rising sun, during the course of the entire day,
six constellations “serve” or are “f>* for two hours each, which
is in essence from the moment the first star within that constella-
tion rises above the horizon until 30° later or 2 hours later when
that constellation ends and the next one begins to rise.

When a mazel is n5w it is said to have a nown - an effect on our
world. The other six constellations are considered to be vy,
since they rise ahead of the sun, while it is night, they are
considered to be in descent all day and therefore have no nyown
on this world.

According to Rebbe Y ehoshua, the possik Twy nyawa 3w wna
wInY or

teaches that the 9121 began during the month of 9”x.

During the month of 9”& the mazel of 17w rises along with the
sun in the morning - which also means that the mazel right
before that - the mazel of Nissan has already risen during the
last 2 hours of the night. What this means is that throughout
those days the mazel of 750 will not be “serving* or 7> - but
rather Y0, be in the descent all day long. The significance of
this, as Rashi explains, is that the last few stars within the mazel
750 group - which are called 3 - control the rain. However
since during the month of 97X they rise before the sun they
would have no impact on the world. Therefore - Hashem - so to
speak - removed the stars of 1>0 from its normal position
within mazel n5v and placed them into the next group of mazel
7w which rise in the month of 3x along with the sun. He then
removed two of those stars which normally hold back the rain,
causing the floodgates of rain to pour forth - and as Rashi says:
