HaShana for ירקות, which Rashi explains is referring to מעשרות. 
Produce grown in one year, cannot be tithed from produce from 
a different year, and Rosh Chodesh Tishrei is that cutoff date.
The Gemara cites a Braisa;

The Gemara explains the redundancy of לירקות ולמעשרות to 
include
.דאורייתא which is מעשר דגן as well as ,דרבנן which is מעשר ירק

The Gemara elaborates on this Halachah of not separating מעשר 
from produce of one year onto another:

If someone picked vegetables Erev Rosh Hashanah before 
nightfall, and also had some vegetables picked – by a non-Jew, 
says Tosfos – after nightfall

In the years of מעשר עני, only one of the other מעשרות applies.

 is eliminated, to be מעשר שני remains in effect, and מעשר ראשון
replaced with מעשר עני.

Perhaps the words שנת המעשר – in singular – teach that in these 
years, there is only ONE Maaser, מעשר עני – and even מעשר

If one is prohibited from benefiting from his friend because of a 
vow made by the friend, for a period of a year, this time is 
calculated as a twelve month period.
If, however he said, לשנה זו, for this year, then the period of 
prohibition is until Rosh Chodesh Tishrei, even if this vow was 
made only one day before.
 

Moreover, this would even be true according to Rebbe Eliezer,

Intro
Today we will בע"ה learn דף יב of מסכת ראש השנה.
Some of the topics we will learn about today include:
 
Rosh HaShana for Maaser, in that produce grown in one year 
may not be mixed with produce of another year for the purposes 
of Ma'aser. The cutoff day for determining the two years, as 
explained in our gemara, is Rosh Chodesh Tishrei.
 
Several related topics about Maasros in general, including מעשר 
.דאורייתא which is מעשר דגן and דרבנן which is ירק
 

 and the source in the Torah for how to apply - מעשר שני ומעשר עני
these to the correct years in the Shmita Cycle.
 
Rosh HaShana for נדרים and how that applies להלכה.
 
Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about 
include:
מעשר דגן
After a crop is harvested and brought to the owner's house or 
yard, the owner separates Terumah from the crop and gives it to 
a Kohen. The Rabbinic amount that was set for Terumah is 2% 
of the produce.
After Terumah is separated from the produce, 10% of the 
remaining produce is given to the Levi as מעשר ראשון.
Once Terumah Gedolah and Ma'aser Rishon have been 
separated from the crop, the second מעשר is then separated. In 
the first, second, fourth and fifth years of the seven-year 
Shemitah cycle, מעשר שני is separated, which must be brought to 
Yerushalayim and eaten there while one is in a state of purity.  
In the third and sixth years of the Shemitah cycle, מעשר עני is 
separated which is given to the poor.
 
מעשר בהמה
The mitzva of מעשר בהמה is that one designates every tenth 
Kosher animal born into his herd over the course of the 
previous year, and separates it as מעשר בהמה.
If the מעשר בהמה animal has no מום, it is offered as a Korban, and 
eaten by its owner in Yerushalayim. If it has a Mum, the owner 
may slaughter and eat it anywhere.
 

בנדרים הלך אחר לשון בני אדם
When it comes to interpreting the intentions of one who makes 
a נדר, we interpret the meaning of his words as generally used by 
people, and not necessarily the Torah interpretation of a certain 
word.
 
- המודר הנאה מחבירו
This refers to one who may not derive benefit from the property 
of another as a result of, either his vow, or that of the other 
person.
 
שמיטה
The Torah prohibits working the land every seventh year, as 
described in the Torah in Parshas BeHar. Produce that grows 
during the seventh year is holy בקדושת שביעית. The produce of 
the Shmita year is also considered הפקר, and anyone may come 
into any field and pick it with the intention of eating it.
