If Bnai Yisrael were not righteous on Rosh HaShana and
received a decree of little rain, and then repented, the Braisa
states, that rain cannot be added, as a decree was already issued.
However Hashem sends the allotted quantity of rain specifi-
cally when it will be most beneficial. And so it seems from this
braissa that even for a 112°% a 7771 will not be changed ?

The gemara answers:
