Today we will 7"pa learn 12 97 of mwi wr oo,
Some of the topics we will learn about today include:

A continuation of the various laws of the actual Shofar used to
perform the Mitzvah of 997w ny’pn on Rosh HaShanah.

Clarification of the use of trumpets together with the shofar, and
that this was only performed in the Bais HaMikdash

A reference to the famous Machlokes of whether the world was
created at the beginning of the month of Tishrei or Nissan?

Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

DWW NYPN

It is a Rn»7IRT WY Nnsw, and one of the focal points of Rosh
HaShana, to sound the Shofar, the ram’s horn, during the day of
Rosh HaShana. This is learned from the pasuk 035 /v np1an ov,
as well as from the pasuk 7170 o,

maxIsn

There is a Mitzvah to sound trumpets to arouse the 112’3 at times
oftrouble and distress, as the pasuk says:

MIRIRA2 DMYIN DINR TN X7 DY DORINI AN IR0 I,

Our Gemara discusses additional trumpets that were added to
the shofar blowing ceremony in the Beis HaMikdash.
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There is a 'R0 nbnn regarding when the world was created.
Rebbi Yehoshua holds that HaShem created the world and the
celestial bodies in Nissan, whereas Rebbe Eliezer holds that the
world was created in Tishrei. There are a number of practical
differences between these two opinions in Halachah, as well as
in calculations of the lunar year and the solar year.

Generally speaking, people cannot clearly hear two sounds
which are being emitted simultaneously. This too has several
ramifications, as in our Gemara, which questions how the sound
of the shofar can be heard at the same time as the sounding of
the trumpets.
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So let's review.....

The Gemara continues its explanation of the previous Mishnabh,
regarding the laws of Tekias Shofar. The Mishnah had
mentioned

21 o3 o1 - the mouth of the Shofar was covered with gold.
The Braisa clarifies that it depends;

If the shofar is covered on the area where one puts his mouth,
the blowing is invalid. As Rashi explains;

He is blowing into a gold instrument, not directly into the
Shofar. However,

The Mishna had taught as well

Two trumpets were blown on either side of the shofar.

The gemara asks:

We have learned in a Braisa, that when HaShem gave the Torah

For this reason indeed, the shofar blasts are sounded longer than
the trumpet blasts, to be heard clearly.

However, the Gemara questions from other sources whether
one would be X3 with a partial 7y’pn, and therefore answers;

Two sounds from one person are indeed not audible. However,
from two separate people or sources, they are clearly audible.
The Gemara challenges this as well from a Braisa in Masechte
Berachos;

From which we see that even if two people are reading they
cannot be heard together?

Therefore, the Gemara concludes:

Regarding hearing Megillah or reciting Hallel, even ten people
reading together will be heard.

As Rashi explains;

These items are a novelty, since they are not recited often, and
people excited to hear them, pay more attention.

Similarly, Tekias Shofar, which is sounded once a year, and is
such a special Mitzvah on Rosh HaShana, people listen
carefully, and hear the Shofar blasts even with the trumpets
sounding alongside the shofar.

The Gemara asks

If so, there is no practical need to sustain the sound of the shofar
longer then the sound of the trumpets. It is done only for
emphasis;

To highlight the point that the Mitzvah of the day is the shofar,
and not the trumpets

The Gemara continues to clarify more points mentioned in the
previous Mishnah.

On fast days, bent horns were used, and their mouths were
covered with silver, as opposed to Rosh HaShanah, when they
were covered with gold.

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The Gemara offers two explanations for the difference:

There is a Machlokes Rishonim in how to reconcile this Braisa
with our Mishnah which mentions 7Y°pni nX 2501 - a change in
the sound as disqualifying the shofar.

Rebbe Yochanan qualifies further - and there are two versions:
-1- Two conditions must be met for the Shofar to be KOSHER:
