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So let’s review.....

The Mishna discusses the Tefillas Musaf of Rosh HaShana
which includes the added Brachos of nnew nnor nip'm, after
each of which we sound the Shofar. The Bracha of niyn is not
a nnw 191 o, but rather is included in another Bracha, which
is the focus of the npiinn in our Mishna, between nn p pnr 21 and
N2'Jy .

We will review the order of Rebbe Akiva first, which we
follow to this very day.

The Shofar is blown during Mussaf of Rosh HaShanah, and not
during Shacharis - while Hallel is recited during Shachris, and
not during Mussaf.

The Gemara explains that based the concept of - 777 0Y 2172
Pn

that more people involved in a Mitzvah brings greater honor to
Hashem - would dictate that both should be done during
Mussaf.

On the other hand based on the concept of

meRd PIRL PUN

that we generally do all Mitzvos at the earliest opportunity -
both should be done during Shachris -

The gemora concludes that this is indeed the reason for Hallel
during Shachris. However, Shofar is pushed off till Mussaf
because

Since there was a time of 7712 when the enemy nations would
interpret the shofar blowing as a call to war, it was moved to
Musaf - either to wait for the enemies to leave, or as Tosfos
explains from Y erushalmi, after they would observe the Yidden
in prayer and Torah reading etc, they would understand that the
Shofar blowing is part of the ritual, and not a call to war.

The Gemara points out that it is understood from our Mishna
that Hallel is not recited on Rosh HaShana, nor on Y om Kippur;
and explains;
