As the Mishnah there teaches, one of the uses for leftover
o5pw is for paying the maintenance workers of the Bais
HaMikdash.

Therefore, the 7212 sets aside some of those o’>pw and
acquires it for them as their salary, and the money
therefore become 91, He then redeems some nmop with
this money; and now, the nmvop becomes poim, and it's
given to the workers.

It is then bought back from the workers with new o5pw to
be used for the nmvp of the new year.
