R’ Eliezer retracted his opinion about eating 14 meals in the
1210, and agrees with the 0on that only one meal on the first
night is obligatory. However, they disagree in that R’ Eliezer
holds that this one meal, if missed, can be made up on y»w
N3y, while the o'non hold it cannot be made up.

The X explains, that according to R’ Eliezer, to compensate
for that missed meal he should eat Xi»37n °»», various types of
delicacies, after his regular 210 b meal on N33y *rpWw. Other-
wise, it won't appear to be a make-up meal, it will just be the
regular 210 0» meal he would need to eat anyway.
