Just like in the corral the larger animals are still there when the
small ones arrive, the Posuk refers to a fruit in which the large
ones are still on the tree when the small ones start to grow.
Rashi explains that this refers to crops from different years,
because Esrogim stay on the tree for several years. The larger
fruits, in their second year of growth are still there when the
small fruits, in their first year are just beginning to grow.

172R "7 provides another interpretation. Instead of reading it 377,
beautiful, pronounce it HaDor - that lives -

v mwn YR 7Y, it lives on its tree from year to year, and
that must be an 170X tree. As Rashi explained, the Esrog grows
several years.

If only the xniww - the bud was removed it is Kosher.

If the 77 - the stem of the bud was also removed it is Posul.
However, the stem at the bottom of the Esrog, even if
completely removed, it is Kosher.
