Kohanim who are ready to serve may be needed right away.

1 mnw - A Kohen who drank a m’»°17 wine is not permitted to
serve in the Beis Hamikdash until the effects of the wine wear
off.

The pwn» wik who are not serving that day are allowed to drink
wine at night but may not drink wine during the day - And the
Beraisa explains:

Perhaps, one day there will be too much work for the ax n’2 and
other members of this 9nwn» will be needed to help out, who
would not be available if they drank wine. However, they may
drink wine at night, because this concern is no longer applica-
ble, since no Korbonos may be brought after the pabw 7nn
D277, At night, they can only burn on the Mizbeiach parts of
the Korbonos that were brought during that day, and by late
afternoon it would be known whether more Kohanim are
needed.

Therefore, if the 9w *wiR are not called, they may drink wine
at night.

However, the ax m2'wirk may not drink wine during the day and

Rashi explains: Rebbi says that theoretically, even Kohanim
who know there 1w or ax n°a should be forbidden to drink
wine at all times because perhaps there will be a different
rotation at that time. However, they are allowed to drink
because the Beis Hamikdash has been gone for so long that we
cannot be concerned to the extent that it will be built all of a
sudden and Kohanim will need to do the Avodah.

However, as mentioned earlier, the Chachamim who disagree
with Rebbe prohibited Kohanim from drinking wine 13277,

A Kohen who served after drinking wine invalidates the
Avodah. Therefore, the Rabbis made a decree against it even
today. However,

The Gemara challenges this from a Beraisa that says;
