In a case of where the Yavam and Y evamah are not
appropriate for each other, Beis Din may utilize deception
as an incentive for the Yavam to give Chalitzah.

There’s a Machlokes as to what type of deception may be
used.

The Yavam is told that by performing Chalitzah he will
actually acquire the Yevama as a wife. The Chalitzah will
be effective even though she does not, and actually may
not, marry him after Chalitzah.

The Yavam is told to incorporate a ’Xin, a stipulation that
the Chalitzah be effective only if she gives him two
hundred Zuz. The Chalitzah is effective even if she does
not give him the money, because,
