Today we will 7”va learn 2 97 of Mesechte Yevamos.
Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn
about include:

DIRDD -

A mvp, aminor girl, under the age of twelve, can be
married off by her father - and that would be pwimp
RnIRT. If she is a m, she has no father, she can be
married off by her mother or brothers - but that would
only be 131277 ywr7°p. The same would apply to a »na nmim
ax7 - she is like an orphan even though her father is alive.
This occurs when her father married her off and she was
later divorced by her husband before age twelve. She now
has no way of getting married Xn» x5, because she does
not return to 2R M3, and she also cannot accept
Kiddushin on her own because she’s a 3vp. In order for
her to be able to get married, the Chachamim were jpnn
this type of 131277 pwip. However, they also created a way
out, called px'n. At any time before she becomes a 75173,
she can reject her husband, and the marriage is annulled
retroactively.

Any transaction that was done under false pretenses or
mistaken assumption regarding something to which most
people would object, is null and void.

If a man married a woman who turns out to be an P>y, it
would be myv w1Tp.

If, at the time of the marriage he was aware that she was
an IR,

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However, if she did pxow of the 02 after 7o, the 75173 is
D272 1oR. Even though px'n nullifies the marriage vom5,
retroactively - nevertheless, at the time of iri the 79173
appeared like a 7 nIs.

An Ervah is not inherently 02 mxmn» vpo). She requires
Y ibum, but the 7Y Mo°R does not allow it and exempts
her. Therefore, she is included in the 75’91 - she falls for
Yibum together with her Tzarah - and we derive from the
Posuk that a mz» oypna MY NI is also Noo.

However, an mn»R is inherently 02 mxmnn vpo3 - she
does NOT require Yibum. Therefore, she is NOT
included in the 7593 - she does NOT fall for Yibum
together with her Tzarah - and her Tzarah is a 1y n93
mx» 0P ROW, who is NOT 7109 from Yibum.

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The Gemara goes on to cite a Braisa which apparently
contradicts our Mishnah, and resolves it:

The above-mentioned mvyp is referring to a girl between
11 and 12 years old.

As the Gemara explains, at less than 11 she will certainly
not conceive - At more than 12 there is no danger.

The words mnn Xpw, she might die, indicate that it's also
possible for her to survive and give birth.
