The gemara brings the famous teaching of Abaye according to
the opinion of Abba Shaul, which we recite in the daily Seder
HaKorbanos of Shacharis, which provides the order of the daily
avoda in the Bais HaMikdash

The Gemara then provides sources from Psukim for the
sequence of each Avoda.

Some of the key terms and concepts we will learn about include

There was another small 7591 near the northeastern corner -

Ketores is the incense mixture of 11 ingredients that are burned
on the 2777 M2 twice each day - once in the morning, and once
in the afternoon.

Every evening a Kohen lights the Menorah in the Beis
ha'Mikdash, placing enough oil into the lamps of the Menorah
for it to burn throughout the entire night.

Every morning, a Kohen cleans out the lamps of the Menorah of
the charred wicks and remaining oil, and replaces them with
fresh wicks and oil. This process is called Hatavas ha'Neros, or
Dishun ha’'Menorah. The Hatavas ha’Neros is performed in two
steps. First The Kohen cleans out five of the seven lamps. He
then waits for a certain other Avodah to be performed, and only
afterwards does he clean the remaining two lamps of the
Menorah. There is a np,bmo as to which avoda was performed in
between.

The Kohen Gadol offers a daily Minchah called yran nman, ] n : n
which consists of 1987 7w of wheat flour which are formed
into twelve rolls that are boiled, baked and then fried. Six of
these rolls are burned on the na in the morning and six are
burned in the afternoon. This is a personal Korban of the Kohen
Gadol and must come from his own funds.

Certain Korbanos were accompanied by wine to be poured on

Following the Korban Tamid, the Torah commands that
additional Korbanos be offered on Shabbos, Rosh Chodesh, and
each day of Yom Tov. These are purchased with public funds,
and are generally Korbenos Olah. On Rosh Chodesh and Yom ]’DD’”
Tov they also brought a Korban Chatas which atoned for

certain sins.

The Lechem HaPanim, are the 12 loaves of bread that are placed
on the Shulchan each Shabbos and arranged in two m>Iv» of 6
loaves each. The Lechem HaPanim is accompanied by 3711w
2 - 115 spoons of 1125 spice, which are placed near the Lechem
HaPanim. When the previous week’s loaves are removed, the
Levona is also removed and sacrificed on the Mizbaich, and
then last week’s loaves may be eaten by the Kohanim.
