In general cases of Korbanos, the animal is shechted directly
north of the mam, with its face to the west and its back to the
east.

The one bringing the Korban stands behind the animal and
places his hands on the head of the Korban, making sure that
there is no n¥’xn between his hands and the head, and in the case
of'a nrvn or bwx he confesses the sin for which this particular
Korban is being brought.

The gemara brings 2 opinions regarding a Korban Olah, which
is not brought for any particular sin.

25277 °01 °17 maintains that on a Korban Olah one confesses any
sins for 7R91 MW VRS that he might have transgressed.
Whereas Rebbe Akiva holds that on a Korban Olah one
confesses sins of a TwY Mz, or a TWY5 PIIW XY, a negative
commandment which has a positive commandment to rectify
the X5, both of which do not carry punishments of mpbmn.
