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So let's review.....

In the previous Dafim the Gemara had been examining the
process of designating which of the 2 oryw will be the vyw
owb and which will be the Sixiv5 Yvw, whether the S or the
DW NRIp establishes each Yyw.

This brings our gemara to a similar question regarding designat-
ing each one of two birds in a Korban of a pair of birds.

Rav Chisda explains, that if a jp of two birds is required to be
brought as a korban, as in the case of a 21, a a1, a v 75y or

1D PNY, the determination of which of the two birds is the i
and which is the nxvn, is made either by the person bringing the
Korban, at the time of purchase, or by the Kohen, at the time of
actual sacrifice.

This ruling of Rav Chisda’s is derived from the following
Pesukim:

At the point of purchase the pasuk says;

NRONAZ TARY AP TAR MY 232730 IR NN N NP

She shall buy 2 doves - one for an 7151y, and one for a nxvn -
which indicates that the determination is made by the owner at
the time of purchase.

Atthe point of sacrifice the pasuk says;

A2 TARM DR DRV TAR DR 1797 )

The Kohen shall sacrifice one for an 7, and one for a nxon -
which indicates that the determination is made by the Kohen at
the time of sacrifice.

At the time of either one of these acts the determination can be
made.

However without that teaching, we would think that ow nx9p is
sufficient, even though it is not at the time of 1pb or mwv.

The Gemara answers and clarifies that the assumption was that
the verbal designation would be sufficient, but specifically at
the time of WY or RS,

The Gemara next asks from the case of a 791 175 1297, which is
a Korban that has a sliding scale of requirements, depending on
the financial ability of the one who is obligated to bring this
Korban. A 79175 1297 is brought by, among others, one who
accidentally entered the Mikdash, or ate Kodshim while he was
Tamei.

If one has the means, he must bring a lamb or goat for a nxon. If
he cannot afford it, he brings a pair of birds, one for an 7> and
one for a nxoOM.

A poor person who accidentally entered the Mikdash while he
was Tamei, and was thus obligated to bring a Korban of 2 birds,
and he set aside funds to buy the birds. Subsequently, his
financial status improved, which then obligated him to bring a
lamb or goat for a nxon 129p. However,

At this point, the wTp» RHLH verbally designated these funds,
some for his nxvn and some for his 5.

The Braisa rules;

Since at this point he is obligated in only a nxvn, he can only
use the nxvN money, and of course add to it, but he cannot use
the 7 money toward the purchase of an animal which will be
a nRon.

Now, the Gemara asks, in this case the funds were designated
neither at nm°pP5 nYw, nor at 77wy nyw, and yet his designation
seems to have been effective?

Rav Sheshes answers that we must amend the Braisa and say,
that he already made the designation 7w1on nywn» - when he
separated the funds, which is equivalent to i nyw. As Rashi
says;
