In the previous daf we had a Machlokes between Rebbe Akiva
and Rebbe Yossi HaGlili regarding the sprinkling of the blood
ofthe vywn o7 791 07 on the 2717 .

Rebbe Akiva holds that the Kohen Gadol moves around the
mizbaich to the left, clockwise, and Rabbi Y ossi HaGlili holds
that he moves to the right, counter-clockwise, as in the Mizbach
HaOlah, based on the principle of

The gemara here suggests an alternate explanation of the
Machlokes, namely that Rebbe Y ossi HaGlili holds 5372 nopn -
the Kohen Gadol walks around the Mizbaich while sprinkling
on each corner, therefore, the principle of X5 nno nnxw Mro 5>
‘ P15 KON 377 applies - whereas Rebbe Akiva holds 71 7opn - the R2'PY 127 Y9103 *0n 239
Kohen stands at one corner and sprinkles from there onto all 4

On the three corners further away from him he applied the
blood m5v1n5 nonbn - in an upward motion, because while bent
over, it's easier to apply as he’s straightening up. There is also no
concern of soiling his clothes with an outstretched arm. On the
corner he was standing at he would apply the blood 7015 n5v0
- in a downward motion, so as not to soil his clothing.

The Mishnah continues;

After applying the o7 to the namn miap,

He sprinkles the blood seven times on the nam.

The question is which part is called nam 5w 11m0?

At first the gemara suggests the halfway point on the side of the
Mizbeach, and we would interpret 17770 similar to »m X370 370
NPT 77299 - which refers to midday.

However, the Gemara proves from a Braisa that it must be on
top of the mizbeach. Therefore, we interpret 17770 similar to D3v>
ImvY O'HW - meaning clear and revealed. In our case, it teaches
that

P TR TR DO AN

He must clear away the coals and ashes to reveal the gold
surface of the Mizbeach, and sprinkle the blood on the clear
surface of the Mizbeach.

Upon which side of the top does he sprinkle it?

It depends where he ended the application of the o7 on the
corners.

As explained on the previous Daf; according to Rebbe Akiva
that he completed the applications on the 71 193 corner, he
sprinkles the blood 193 732. According to Rebbe Y ossi HaGlilj,
that he completed the applications on the 171 0177 corner he
sprinkles the blood *»77 732. This is derived from the pasuk
which says:

As the Kohen exits the Heichal, he first encounters the western
side of the Mizbaich.

The o»yw of regular Korbonos, whose o7 is sprinkled on the
Mizbach HaOlah are poured onto the southern base, as this is
the first place that a Kohen comes to upon descending the
Mizbaich.

The Gemara cites a Braisa which also derives this from the
Psukim as follows:
