The next mishna will explain that the avoda of Y om HaKippu-
rim must be done in the precise order that is prescribed in the
Torah, and the gemara that follows will bring a machlokes
between Rebbe Yehuda and Rebbe Nechemya, regarding
exactly which avodos performed out sequence invalidate the
avoda and which avodos do not.

Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

One of the oma nwTI IMnw M 3* of Rebbe Yishmael, is the
ax 113, which means that if a Halachah is stated in one place in
the Torah, then its properties can be applied to all other compara-
ble laws and situations. However if a certain Halacha or law is
mentioned in two places, then it is meant to limit this law to
these two places only, and may not be applied to other
Halachos. This is what is meant by PX 71X 0'R377 072100 W
P79, There is an opinion that one may apply laws to other
areas of Halacha even from 2 pesukim, but only if mentioned in
3 locations, PR3 PR TARD O'R27 DN WOV,

WP PARIR DUNT MYDUD

This means that two opinions agree in Halacha, they simply
disagree as to how we derive this Halacha from the given
Posuk.
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So let's review.....

The gemara continues its discussion about 7>y in the 07 of
Korbanos. The gemara on the previous Daf maintained

The gemara asks from w77 170, ashes that had been used
previously for mi27p, where n>vn» still applies, as the pasuk says
natn 3R 1wy, implying that the ashes require mvran.

The gemara answers that jw77 N0 and 7972772 - where the
posuk says;

DW DI VTP HR IR122 W15 TOR 7177732 DR VYD), are two
specific cases singled out by the Torah as having these special
properties, that even though they have already served their
purpose in the Bais HaMikdash, they still retain 7wi7p to have
7>v1 apply to them, and there is a principle of

PTOD PR TARI PRI PN W -

This is unique to these two cases only, and we cannot derive
other cases from them.
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The gemara says further that according to the opinion that the
12573 of the 9173 170 MAY be used after Y om Kippur by a 112
LY, we must use 7191 193, where the Posuk says nx ow 197
5m1a A9 - which teaches that it may not be used for anything
even after it has performed its mitzva. According to this opinion

According to the opinion that

And only at three unique cases do we say

PINON PR TARI PRIA PN OOV -

Then we have to say that the Vav of w1 and the Hey of nomyn
are specific »v'» - to exclude other cases.

In any case, according to all opinions 07 is not liable to 71%v»
RN IR, and the 0779w flowing out of the Bais HaMikdash
carry only an 32772 1201 MOR,
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The gemara on the previous daf had brought 3 different o090
to exclude o7 from 1>v». The gemara here explains that three
separate pesukim are needed as one comes to exclude o7 from
1>, one excludes 07 from 1My, and the third excludes 07 from
aRmv - That if someone inadvertently ate 07 that was also 9
or Xpv he is only 271 for o7 and he’s not 21 for 9m3 or RpL.

We now return to 09577 DY NTI2Y:

The entire 1192571 0r NT12Y must be performed 77075 - in the
sequence specified. If a later Avodah preceded an earlier
Avodah, the Avodah which was out of order is not valid, and
must be re-done. For example;

If the Kohen Gadol sprinkled the vywi o7 before the 197 07, he
must re-sprinkle the 7ywi 07 after the sprinkling of the 107 07.

The Mishnah continues:

If the blood spilled before completing the M1 in the wTp
owIpn, he must Shecht another 99, bring the new blood and
redo all the 2192w MXiA.

Similarly, if the o7 spilled in middle of the >>maw mxin, he must
redo all the 52w mxi, but he does not have to redo all the
D°192W NN, because each set of mxti is a complete Avodah -
And likewise, regarding the 2177 mam.

This part of the Mishnah is explained in more detail on the next
Daf.
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The Gemara cites a Braisa which elaborates on the first
Halachah of the Mishnah that the 0*19°577 oy n712» must be
performed 7701 5 -

Rebbe Yehuda clarifies that this is only regarding those Avodos
that are performed by the Kohen Gadol in the 125 731 inside the
owipn wip. However, regarding Avodos performed by the
Kohen Gadol yinan 125 751 - outside of the owpn wip - even
those in the Heichal - and of course those done yinan 2t 7312 -
their order is not 20v».

RT3 PR 77O 27

DI P2 D23920 P2125 7722 DWYIN D272

Rebbe Nechemya holds that regarding all Avodos performed in
the 125733, even outside in the 7Y - their order is 2501 - Only
Avodos performed yinan 271 *7222 are not 20vn if performed out
of sequence.

It must be pointed out that it is only the order that is not 20y,
but most of these Avodos if omitted, and not done at all, are
20w,

Rebbe Yochanan explains that both derive their respective
opinions from the same Pasuk:

The word npin teaches that the seder is 20v1»

Rebbe Yehuda learns that this pasuk is referring to Avodos that
are performed in a special place only once a year, namely the
DUIPR VIR,

Whereas Rebbe Nechemya learns

W1 NNR DYO j72 13900107 0727

Referring to the entire avodas Y om HaKippurim which is done
only once a year, even that which is performed in the Azara in
the Bigdei Lavan.

The gemara refutes this understanding of Rebbe Y ehuda,
because the word mjp» does not appear in this Pasuk.

Instead, the gemara states that both Rebbe Yehuda and Rebbe
Nechamya learn their views from the 2 D11 in the pasuk of
1WA NAR 09 NP> 035 DR A

Nt and NnX - which according to Rebbe Yehuda exclude avoda
done out of order outside of the ow7pn wp, and avoda done in
the regular 277 >12. If either of these were done out of order,

T2 721t is valid.

According to Rebbe Nechemya, these 2 ovi» exclude avoda
done 2771 >7323, and also 077w, leftover blood, which if poured
not in its proper sequence, is also 7272 valid and does not
invalidate the avoda.

Rebbe Yehuda, however, holds that 077w is in fact 25v» if done
out of sequence.

However, whether Rebbe Y ehuda indeed holds that »20v1n o7yw

One says that 777 17 also holds *15v1 X5 077w, and they
disagree only in the way to Darshen the Posuk to learn the same
Halachah. R’ Yehudah expresses it this way;

Ifhe completed all the mxii he achieved 7795, and if he did not
complete all the mxi1 he did not achieve 7192.

JPRIRIOVD OV IR T -

The other says that R’ Yehuda actually disagrees in Halachah
and holds »10y1» 077w, and Darshens the Posuk as follows:
