Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

The purification process of a Metzora is a multi-step process.
On the day that the Metzora is declared free from Tzaraas, he
brings two birds mnn> yimg, of which one is slaughtered and the
second sent away. The metzora then shaves off all the hair of his
body and immerses in a mikva. He waits seven more days, at

On the eighth day, the Metzora

which point he shaves again and immerses in the mikva. On the / iy vhr

The metzora also brings a 1% of 0il. The blood of the owx
Korban is applied to the right ear, thumb, and toe of the
Metzora, while they are positioned in the Azara. The Kohen
then pours some of the oil into his hand and sprinkles it 7 times
towards the Kodesh HaKodoshim, and afterwards applies some
of'the oil again on the right ear, thumb and toe of the Metzora.
The remainder of the oil in the hand of the Kohen is poured onto
the head of the Metzora.

Rebbe quotes Rebbe Yaakov, who says that the same
Machlokes applies to y113», who as part of his purification
process brings a »> of 0il which is sprinkled 7 times towards the
DwIpn wNp. Afterwards, the Kohen applies some of the oil on
the right ear, thumb and toe of the Metzora. The remainder of
the oil in the hand of the Kohen is poured onto the head of the
Metzora.

Ifthe oil spilled in the middle of the mxii toward the wmp
DwIpn, or in the middle of the mnaaw minm, according to R’
Meir each part must be redone, according to R’ Elazar and R’
Shimon he continues from where he left off, Also, pouring of
the leftover oil on the head of the Metzora is not 20v».

One of the items needed in the purification process of the
Metzora is the bringing of a n5 owx 127p. If it was brought
mWwH RHw, which means that it was brought as another 1297 other
than an bwr, which as we learned in Mesechte Zevachim;

Rebbe Yochanan teaches that Rebbe Meir would hold nx X2
VINWY” - A new DWR J27p is sacrificed in its place - whereas
Rebbe Shimon and Rebbe Elazar would hold that a new j27p
cannot brought, and that 73015 PR - He has no remedy - because
it says TN W27 DR 1797 P9, therefore he can never
complete his purification process.

Rav Chisda disagrees and says that even according to Rebbe
Meir he cannot bring a replacement, and 13pn 1> PR - he has no
way to rectify this situation.

The gemara brings a Braisa to support Rav Y ochanan, which
states that if an DWR was brought W5 X>w then IR DWR 773
17wo>. Whereas Rav Chisda answers that in that case as well
9% means 73PN 1Y PRI PR,
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‘ The gemara now examines if y7¥ can mean mpn 1 pxi 1y, and
brings the case of a vwnn v, which is a vn who has no hair.

Shaving the hair of the 711 is a part of the purification process. If
the 713 has no hair, there is a machlokes as what is to be done.
Bais Shamai holds 7yn n72vn 773 - we symbolically move a
razor along his head, as if to shave the hair, although there is no
hair to shave. Whereas Bais Hillel holds 7yn n7ayn 793 PR,
moving a razor along the head is not necessary.

Two Amoraim argue as to Bais Shamai’s words. ADNDD I ZUh.O ]’ZCZS no hﬂil’

Rav Avina holds that when Bais Shamai says 713, he means
that he needs to do this, but in actuality 73015 PRy 73, the 13
VP has no remedy and cannot achieve true purification.
Whereas Rebbe Pedas holds that according to Bais Shamai N NP PPN N napa TIX
symbolically moving a razor on the head of a v 11 is
sufficient to achieve proper Tahara, similar to the Metzora who

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The gemara continues discussing the DwN 1297 of the Metzora,
and explains that 2 kohanim are needed to receive the blood of
the Y731 bwr. One Kohen receives the blood in a5, to sprinkle
on the nam», and another receives the blood 7°2 - in his hand to
sprinkle on the ym3n». Each are learned out from different
pesukim in the Gemara.

At the end of the Daf we return to case of where more than one
79 or YW were brought because the blood was spilled in the
middle.
