When the ashes on the Mizbaich accumulated, they were n7vn 7 D
moved outside of Yerushalayim to a 17v area, which was called
171 7ow.

They had a system of scouts and observers stationed at intervals
from the mountain cliff all the way back to Yerushalayim and
the Bais HaMikdash, who would wave markers when the yw
nonwni reached the mountain,

R’ Yehuda holds that he only has to wait until the n>nwni Yyw
reaches the beginning of the 7271 where the mountain is
located. According to R’ Yehuda on X" 10 q7, the mountain
itself was 101 away, but the Midbar began at 3 >» away.
Therefore, as we learned earlier, some people accompanied the
Y WK - and they would go with him until 15, return the
distance of that 1 »», and the Kohen Gadol would wait as long
as it would take to walk 1 more 91 before continuing the Avoda,
to be certain that the nonwnin Yyw arrived at the Midbar.
