At the onset of war, a Kohen was appointed to speak to the
soldiers and encourage them by reciting the Pesukim in Sefer
Devarim. This Kohen was anointed with the nnwnn jpw, and is
therefore called the rmorbn mwn.

A piece of parchment with the WMo bw written on it was
inserted into the jwn - the breastplate worn by the Kohen Gadol,
which had stones with the names of all 12 o’vaw. The king or Av
Bais Din would pose questions to the omm o x, and receive
answers in the form of letters of the om»m 01X which litup,
which were then formulated to reveal an answer from Hashem.
