The Braisa clarifies that they ate it in the Sukkah not because
Halacha requires it, but rather they were being more stringent
with themselves.

When Rav Tzadok was given a quantity of bread less than the
size of a nx°1>, he acted leniently with regard to 3 Halachos:
19111501 - He merely wrapped his hands, but did not wash
them;

Now, the Gemara analyzes these two incidents:

From Rav Tzadok we see that he acted the way he did only
because the bread was less than a 7325 - implying that a "w of
an¥’1) must be eaten in the Sukka.

Rabban Gamliel ate two dates in the Sukkah only as a X9 -
apparently they were less than a 7’25, for if they were greater
than a 131>, he would be Halachically required to eat them in
the Sukkah.

The Gemara therefore asks;

However the gemara refutes this proof, suggesting that a nam>
1ox7 could conceivably be the same size of a nx°13, and the
mishna simply chose this 7wb. Alternately, a nam> could be the
same size as a 1¥’1), whereas a 7077 n2m> might be even larger
than a 733, as holds Rav Yehuda.
