The Torah teaches us that the neshama of a Jew is so precious,
that almost any Torah law may be transgressed in order to save y y
the life of a Jew. This is learned from the pasuk o2 °'m - from 7 1 :v N’ Zj n
which the gemara learns

One should live by the Torah,

However, the 3 cardinal sins are 3120 5X1 3777 - a Jew is
commanded to forfeit his life rather than transgress those sins.

Our gemara brings the sources for how we know that these 3
sins are M2y’ HR1 7.

An expectant mother, who smelled food and developed
cravings for this food, may be fed from this food on Yom
Kippur, until her cravings subside. Similarly,

meat - both of which are forbidden - and she developed a
craving for them,

We place some of its gravy on her mouth, to see if this will quell
the craving. If not, we actually feed her this gravy -

and if that is not enough, she may actually eat the meat itself.
She may eat it, because withholding this from her could
potentially endanger her life, or the life of her fetus.

While most people value their lives more than their posses-
sions, there are some people who value their possessions even
more than their lives. Therefore, the Torah says that whatever it
is that is most precious to a person, they must be willing to give
itup for HaShem, even if it means giving up one’s life for the
Honor of HaShem.

The source for 07 M>ow being M2’ R 377 is a X120, a logical
conclusion, as illustrated in a story of a question that was posed
to Rabbah, by someone who was asked to take the life of
someone, or be killed by the local governor. 727 answered that
he should allow himself to be killed rather than take someone
else’s life, because

Just as we are allowed to protect and save a noIR»PI 7171 from a
971 - a pursuer, by taking his life, so too, we are allowed to save
a potential victim of attempted murder, by taking the life of the
pursuer.

The Gemara now tells two stories of expectant mothers, each of
whom had cravings for food on Y om Kippur

One case was brought before Rebbe, who instructed them to
whisper in her ear that today is Yom Kippur.
