stories to highlight these points.

The Gemara will also discuss the concept of 17, confession on
Y om Kippur, and will explain when it is performed and what
Tefillos constitute the 7 on Yom Kippur.
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Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

17205 O7R 72 - A person’s interaction with his fellow man -

The mishna and gemara both teach, that if someone wronged
his friend in any way, he must ask forgiveness from this person
before Y om Kippur, otherwise, Y om Kippur will not affect
forgiveness for the person who did the offending.

171 - A key part of the Teshuva process is to admit and confess
the sins that we have performed. The Chachamim instituted a
non for the Viduy which we recite on Y om Kippur.

mToYn were the 24 groups of 58w’ who on a rotating basis
would gather every week in the Shuls of each city to Daven for
the acceptance of the Korbanos in the Bais HaMikdash. While
the Kohanim performed the Avoda, and the Leviim the 2w in
the Bais HaMikdash, the Yisraelim spent the week in special
avodos of Torah and Tefilla, fasting, reading special portions
from the Torah, and reciting special tefillos, specifically for the
success of all of the Korbanos that were brought that week in
the Bais HaMikdash.
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So let's review.....

The Gemara teaches:

The Gemara continues to explain several statements of the
Mishna on 2"y "0 q7:

DWRI ROMR DWRI RONR WIRT

WN MY 173 PROON PR

Someone who says, I will sin now and repent later, will not be
afforded the opportunity from Heaven to repent. He will have to
work harder on his own to do n2wn.

The Gemara explains that the 7w of 2RI ROMR is repeated
twice to highlight the point;

A WY A W 7Y DR DY o-

Once a person commits a sin and then repeats the same sin, the
MoR becomes light in the person’s eyes, as if it is permitted.

9991 "Y PR 7991 2”711 RONR
Similarly, if one says, I will sin now and Y om Kippur will atone
for my sins, Y om Kippur will not provide him with atonement.

9991 "7 PR OTR PAIW MY -

Y om Kippur only atones for sins between man and HaShem.

However, Yom Kippur does not atone for sins between man and
his fellow man until he has first gained forgiveness from his
friend who he offended.

7Y 12 TYOR 1 learns this from the Pasuk;

Y om Kippur only forgives the sins that are before HaShem.
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Yom Kippur only forgives
the sins that are before HaShem
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The Gemara expounds on this point:

If a person upset his friend, even verbally, he must appease him
before Yom Kippur.

If need be, he must ask for forgiveness 3 times, each time before
3people.

However, he does not need to ask more than three times, as we
see from the brothers of Y osef who said;

If the offended party died, he should bring ten people to his
grave, and say;

Rebbe Zeira would make himself available to that person, so
that he would have an opportunity to ask him for forgiveness.
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When R’ Zeira was
wronged by someone...

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Rav was wronged by a certain butcher, who did not come all
year to ask for forgiveness. Erev Y om Kippur, Rav went to the
butcher to give him an opportunity to ask for forgiveness.
However, the butcher acted very disrespectfully towards Rav,
and while he was cutting the meat a bone flew up and killed the
butcher.

The Gemara relates another story:

337 PP RITO POO N 2D

Rav was reciting a passage in Tanach before Rebbi. When Rav
Chiya entered, he began again from the beginning. This
repeated itself when Bar Kapara, and then Rav Shimon the son
of Rebbe entered. Then, Rav Chanina bar Chama entered, and
Rav felt that he could not go back to the beginning again. Rav
Chanina was offended.

For 13 consecutive years, Rav went to Rav Chanina on Erev

Y om Kippur to try and appease him, to no avail. Rav went
beyond the Halacha that one need ask only three times. Rav
Chanina was persistent in his refusal to forgive, even though
Rava taught;

YWD 53 501 Pravn vITn Sy vavni 5o

Someone who goes beyond exacting justice and forgives others
will be forgiven by Hashem, because he had a dream that Rav
would become a great Torah leader, and he therefore kept
shunning Rav, in order that Rav should move to 533, which he
did, and there he became a great Torah leader of the Diaspora.

The Chachamim were concerned that one might drink too much
at the meal and would not be able to say Viduy properly, and so,
we add Viduy at the end of Mincha on Erev Y om Kippur as
well.

Nonetheless, the Viduy was instituted at the end of every one of
the Tefillos of Yom Kippur.
