There is a difference of opinion in the Gemara, if when the
Tefilla of Maariv was instituted, it was done so on the same
level of obligation as Shacharis and Mincha. According to one

shortened version of the 13 middle brachos of Shemone Esrai
that we recite daily, condensed into one single bracha. It was
instituted mostly for those who had to daven while travelling.

According to both opinions, however, we see that Maariv is
obligatory on m19° 0y "R3M.

The Gemara answers that the question of whether Neila
exempts Maariv is actually a o'Xin 05w, as we have learned
in a Braisa regarding various ox»v whether they may immerse
on M9 0v. Regarding "y 5va we have the following
Machlokes: The 1121 say;

MR 7Y I S0 1P Hra

If someone saw *7p on Y om Kippur, he may immerse through-
out the day up until Mincha, because according to the Takana of
Ezra HaSofer, one must immerse before davening. However, he
may not immerse after Mincha, for n>v3, because n>v1 should
be said at night, and he can wait until nightfall to immerse and
then Daven 1v1. This opinion supports Rav, that 71 exempts
Maariv, because it's said at night.

Rebbe Yosse, however holds, that one may immerse

91501 93 - all day, even after Mincha, because he holds that
n>v1should be said while it is still day. According to R’ Yosi
7> v1 does not exempt Maariv, because it's said during the day.

The gemara first resolves the contradiction of R’ Yoosi:

The second braisa is discussing a case where he did daven Neila
already, therefore, he may not immerse during the day.
