Today we will 7"pa learn v 47 of 13’2 nooN.

Our daf concludes the first Perek of Mesechte Beitzah and
begins the second Perek, 210 oy, which will discuss the laws of
P>wan 17y, as well as many other laws related to Yom Tov.

Some of the topics we will learn about today include:

A continuation of the discussion of which items are permitted
and which are forbidden to be sent as gifts on Yom Tov

Whether or not we wear Tefillin on Shabbos and Yom Tov,

and what to do if one finds Tefillin in the field on Shabbos.

An introduction to the laws of Eruv Tavshilin, which permits a
person to cook on Yom Tov for Shabbos, when Yom Tov falls
out on a Friday.

An overview of the mitzva of Simchas Yom Tov -and a
machlokes between Rebbe Eliezer and Rebbe Y ehoshua on
how to divide one’s time on Yom Tov between Oneg Yom Tov
ofthe Seudos Yom Tov, and spending one’s time in Torah
Study and Service of HaShem.

Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

By preparing the p>wan 217wy, it is as if we already began
cooking for Shabbos from before Yom Tov, and thus we may
continue the process of cooking, which we had already begun
previously on Erev Yom Tov.

The Gemara continues explaining the Mishnah of the previous
Daf, which detailed which gifts may be sent as a gift on Yom
Tov:
