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R’ Elazar adds that 7770 inna 1 - kosher animal hides are
subject to tumas ohel since animal hides were also used as a
covering for the Mishkan. Howver, he questions whether 71p
ARML N2 - hide of a non-kosher animal is subject to tumas
ohel.

R’ Adda bar Ahavah explains the basis for this 1oxw.

R’ Elazar was uncertain whether

The Tachash - the unique animal whose hide was used as
one of the coverings of the Mishkan - was a kosher animal or
not.

In answer to R’ Elazar’s question, Rav Yosef cites a Braisa
that states:

T35 N0 ABA MY ROR DHW NIRONZ 1TWNIRY -

Only hides of Kosher animals are fit to be used in the service
of Hashem.

Thus, the Tachash used as a covering for the Mishkan must
have been a kosher animal - and accordingly, only the hides
of'kosher animals are subject to tumas ohel.

The Gemara then cites X279, who disagrees with the above
conclusion and holds that hides of non-kosher animals ARE
subject to tumas ohel, and the Gemara seeks a Scriptural
source for this.

After rejecting several possible sources, the Gemara cites
Rava MiBarnish who says that we derive this from a “mm 5p
from oy Sw nzn - goat's hair - which we know is subject to
SR DRIV - since it was used as a covering for the Mishkan -
but is not subject to o' nxw. Certainly the hides of a
non-kosher animal should be subject to tumas ohel since
they ARE subject to tumas nega’im - as taught by a Baraisa
carlier.

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The Gemara then explains that according to this view that
hides of non-kosher animals are subject to tumas ohel - the
point of Rav Yosef’s Braisa,

is not to teach that the Tachash used in the Mishkan was
Kosher, for as Rashi explains min min7 'Ri» - what was was. It
must be teaching something relevant.

Now, according to Rav Y osef the Braisa taught that only
kosher hides are subject to tumas ohel, as explained earlier.
However, according to Rava that hides of non-kosher
animals are subject to tumas ohel as well, it must be teachng
another practical Halacha, namely, that Tefillin must be
made from the hides of kosher animal.

Now, the Gemara explains that the Halacha that major
components of theTefillin, such as the nyw1o - the
parchment, and the o'na - the boxes and the sinews used to
sew them up - must be made from kosher hides is clearly
known.

The fact that Tefillin must be written on Kosher parchment is
known from the posuk stated in the Parsha of Tefillin,

1927 0N 7N b - so that the Torah of Hashem will be in
your mouth, which indicates that the Tefillin must be written
on parchment 791 9mni 11 - from something permitted to be
eaten. And the fact that the battim must be made from kosher
hides is known from Halachah I'Moshe m’'Sinai.

The Gemara concludes that it comes to teach that the mimx9 -
straps of the Tefillin - must be made from kosher hides as
well.

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The Gemara then returns to the question of whether the
Tachash was a Kosher animal, and proves that it was a
Kosher animal from that which R’ Meir said, that the
Tachash i npxY 192792, It was a unique animal that
existed at that time only, so that Moshe Rabbeinu would
have it available for the Mishkan - and it had a single horn on
its forehead.

Now, Rav Yehuda said that the animal that pwxIn 07R
sacrificed to Hashem was an animal that had a single horn on
its forehead. Since Adam Ha'Rishon used it for a korbon, it
obviously was a Kosher animal. Therefore, we can presume
that the Tachash which also had a single horn, was likewise a
kosher animal!

The Gemara also mentioned earlier that the hide of the
Tachash has many colors, and the ©5p38 DN calls it X31300
which stands for

1DV P2 WYY - itrejoices in the beauty of its many colors.

We continue with the mishna; -

It is susceptible to tumah, and one may not use it to light the
Shabbos candles.

In order to understand this dispute and why R’ Eliezer
forbids the use of such a wick the Gemara first makes the
following four points:

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Accordingly, the problem with lighting with such a wick on
Yom Tov is as follows. R’ Eliezer holds >y R 9195 -
merely twisting it into a wick does not remove its status as a
71 - a garment. Therefore he says X7 iRpL - it retains its
status as a 5, which is iRm0 Sapn.

As aresult, as soon as one begins to light this wick - which
started off with exactly the minimum shiur of 3 x 3 etzba’os, it
immediately falls below the minimum shiur, thereby
rendering ita >>°72w - a broken utensils - and it is now
muktzah due to nolad. Therefore, he may not continue to
fully light the wick, for one may not use a broken utensil on
Yom Tov to light a fire.

R’ Akiva however holds v 510°p - twisting a 3 x 3 garment
into a wick removes it from its status as a 7)1 - a garment.
This explains R’ Akiva’s opinion of X7 7m0 - it is not

R Yapn, because it no longer has a status of a *5>.

Now, as Rashi explains, since it's forbidden to make wicks

on Yom Tov, this obviously was done before Yom Tov, and

the folded wick already lost its status

ofa>5> before Yom Tov - then there is no 79 0on Yom Tov
. when he begins to light it, and it is therefore permitted to

light these wicks on Yom Tov.
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
