The Braisa will explain
that the Tanna Kamma is 777 ", and the reason for this
Halacha is own nonn nspw.

In those days most lamps were ©1 53 - earthenware, which
could not be completely cleaned. As the Gemara later in this
Amud differentiates and says that most metals do not absorb
and therefore do not become oIRD.

Now, R Yehuda is referring even to a lamp that was not used
this Shabbos.
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The Braisa mentions a second opinion, that of R -
NaW212P°577W A 10 In Povsun man 5 - As Rashi explains,
R’ Meir does not hold of o ninnm nxps. Therefore a lamp
that was not used this Shabbos is not nzpn.

However, a 71 that was used Friday night is 11o°R ninn nzpn
- at the time it was burning one was forbidden to move it.
Add to that Ry 9105 RIpIPR Mwnwn P22 'RIPIVRT 0 - since
it was Nz during mw»wi p1 it remains nxpn for the rest of
naw.
