Although it is 132775 MOR to carry on naw from the house into
a 12» without an 117y, in this case it was allowed in order to
save the wpn and.

Now, according to Rav Huna, we learn the mwn as follows.

But 0190 that
are W5 532 01N> - written in other languages may not be
saved from a fire.

However, says the Mishnah; 7 pavv pwb %01 02inow 9"vR -
Even though they were written in other languages and may
not be saved, nevertheless, they require 713 - they must be
hidden.

The other opinion is; /IR P31 MR RTOM 217 -

Even though they should not have been written in other
languages, but once written they may be saved. According to
Rav Chisda the words pwb Y31 21m5w 9”VK - are a continua-
tion of the previous Halachah.

The Mishnah is saying - That which we just taught that *an>
wIpn may be saved from a fire, applies even to 0190 written
in other languages. Now, if they may be saved, of course they
require 1. Therefore, according to Rav Chisda, we must
say that when the mwn» adds the words 7v1 povo - it is
teaching an additional wi7'n that v pawov 175w PP - even
worn out and worm eaten pieces require 3.

They must be hidden in a respectful manner.

Rav Nachman'’s answer is that p>3» PX - they cannot be
saved.

In a case where there ARE 85 letters which would maintain
the nw1Tp of the 190 to save it from a fire on Naw, there is a
npbnn.

MO IR RN 27 - The letters must be close together.
MO 12°OKR MR RTOMN 27 - even if they are scattered all over
the scroll.

However, Rav Huna agrees that if the 85 letters comprise
complete words, even if the words are scattered all over the
scroll it may be saved.
