So Let's Review...

Our Shiur began with the X2 teaching:

JURNW TY 1Y AWY PID NN ND*X 1 1103 -

If a bird flies under one’s clothing and cannot get out, he can keep it
there for the rest of naw. Rashi adds he’s not obligated to let it out.
The same reasoning applies here as in the case of our mw» where
the second person sat down while the first person had already
blocked the doorway. Since the animal is already trapped, the
second person may remain seated even after the first person leaves.
Similarly, in our case, the bird got trapped by itself, and he may keep
itinside because he's not doing anything.

The X313 continues;

MY VDT NON 310 735 TOR HIAR VO NAWT 109 5 SRIDW IO -
Generally, in n2w ma5n when it says M09 it means TOR YaR 1o -
which means -

If he already did it he's exempt from liability. However, n>nnab it is
forbidden to do it.

There are 3 exceptions where it's 7>'nn2% I - it's permissible to do
it.

-1- Our mwn says that the second person is M9, it really means that
it is 97 for him to stay there n>nnab.

-2- RONH OON -

One may pop a pimple to remove the puss.

-3- 1100 ROW W3 TX -

One may trap a snake to avoid getting bitten.

270 172 510 1730 AN D IHRD DRI N0 -

One is 270 for trapping or bruising any of the eight 037w that the
7N enumerates as Rno.

The Gemara points out 3 1% m°R7 5591 - The Gemara explains that
one is 271 for 5211 - in our case a bruise where the blood collects
under the skin - only when it's a nnn nPRw 720 - a bruise in which
the blood will not be reabsorbed. This is only when the skin is hard,
and therefore the hide is separate from the flesh. Where the skin is
soft he would be 1o because it’s considered part of the flesh and
the blood will quickly return to the bloodstream.

The Gemara cites a related Machlokes regarding 7523 nRmw where

qwa - the flesh of a dead animal is X, but M - its hide is not XpVH.

11372 30 "3 holds that the skin of the s 7w minpw are all considered
hide, and are not xpo».

SN says that our Mishnah which rules that one would be 271
S2in o in all @'%7w Mnw must be in accord with the opinion of
AP,

However, according to the 1327 who hold regarding n>21 nxmw that
of the '3 7w minw some of their hides are not XL - because they're
considered hide, and some are X»vw - because they're not consid-
ered hide - one would not be 52in w270 for the latter.

17 says - that even according to the 1329 who hold that the skins of
SOME of the o’z7w MW are not 7523 NRMV RV, based on an
arbitrary »o9o, would agree that ALL are considered hide with
regard to naw mabn, and therefore one would be 271 for bruising
them.

7177 27 who holds that the v status of the hide of the 3w
depends on the thickness of their skins, would indeed hold that you
are only 270 for bruising those o37w that have a thick skin.

TR APRY 71205 P 2w 15 s Ry - How we know that the
definition of a wound for which one is 27n is that it is irreversible?
The R0y answers that it is based on the pioo:

PIINIIIN WIN NV WD O -

Just as an Ethiopian’s skin color is irreversible, so too - Pm117an - a
wound is that which is irreversible.

The Mishnah continued; mv0 072 Y2107 DWHN DIPW IRW) -

Other 0’37, he is Mo for bruising them. Rashi explains,

Y 01> PRT - because they have no hide.

The X303 is P77 from the fact that the 71w says he's Mo for
bruising other types of 37w, that he would be 270 for killing them.

There is a X0 nponn which animals a person is 27n for killing.
Both opinions derive the 170X to kill animals on naw from the rams
that were killed in the making of the jown:

R’ Eliezer holds that anything that has life, even lice, would be
subject to the mo°x of killing on naw. Put simply,

NAW2 513 3MAD NAWA AP AN -

There is no Halachic difference between killing a louse and killing
alarge animal such as a camel on naw.

12N 7797 52 AR P2 PIOT DR AN DRI 1120 1337 -

The 1327 hold you would not be 27n for killing lice on naw because
one is only 270 for killing things that reproduce, and we assume that
lice do not reproduce in a way that is observable to the human eye.

Regarding 773 there is a different criterion.

The gemara cites a machlokes

VIO VWIT 227 27 NYHOR 37 NIV VIV TR -

One who traps a flea

15X 727 holds he'’s 271 because even T1¥°31711 PR - a species that is
not normally trapped - one is 271 for n7x.

YW °27 holds that one is 21 for 173 only for TIx*31PM1 W’ - species
that are normally trapped, but one is Mo for X112 PR - species
that are not normally trapped.
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AT naw

We continue with the Mishnah; 3109 7135 X5w 271 77185 1787 -
One is 270 for trapping only if there is a purpose in trapping it.

The X3 points out -

OV MO FI9NY 71277X PRW AR MNRT R PYPY 127 ...RIN IRD -

Our mwn is in accord with the opinion of w»w *27 that if one does a
1850 for a different purpose than for which it was done in the pwn,
he is moo.

The Gemara cites two other nviwn that are in accord with the
opinion of pynw *17.

MO AND N RVIAD OR 271 719 75 MWYS DR NAW ROND OON7 -

One who pops a pimple on Shabbos -

Ifhis purpose is to create a lasting opening, to allow the pus to
continue to ooze out, and let some air in to heal it, he would be 27,
because the usual purpose of an opening is to allow exit and entry.
However, if his intent is just to remove the pus that'’s inside now,
and he would not mind if the hole closes up right away, he would be
M09, because it would be a 7oNS 7273 PRW 7ORM.

The other Mishnah is

277 AR1972 DR NV 19V’ ROW 12 POYIN OR NAW WNI 7377 -

One who traps a snake just so that it does not bite him is w»o. Ifhe
wants to use it for medicinal purposes he's 27m.

The usual purpose of trapping is to have the animal. Therefore,
where he has some use for the animal he's 2»n. Where he has no use
for it - he'’s only trying to prevent it from biting he’s 109, because it
is @ 1omy 13 PRW 79ROD.

The q7 concludes with two statements of SRiw about killing
animals on Naw --

271 PH0I 1 WV I D7 2 3T AW SRIBW IR - If somebody takes a
fish out of water, he is 270 for killing it as soon as there is a dry spot
between the fins the size of a Y50 coin that will feel slimy to the
touch. Rashi points out that since YRiw does not mention 773, he
must be speaking of a case where the fish is already trapped from
before Shabbos. It was kept in the water in a basket.

2PV 121 DTHTI N YRD 1T OWIN SRIDY IR -

If somebody sticks his hand into an animal’s womb and detaches the
fetus, he is 271 for being 1174 727 92, uprooting something from
where it grows, much the same way that somebody is 27n for
detaching hops from its shrubs, and for detaching fungus from a *5>.
DI 927 I is a TN of 7XIp - reaping or detaching, which would
apply to the fetus as well.

Some 1w hold that 331 only applies to ¥ 92m5 - things
attached to the ground. Therefore they interpret this Gemara as an
issue of npwI NY V1 - taking a life.

The gemara points out that we learned that one is 7109 for detaching
a plant growing in a flower pot with no hole at the bottom. We do
not say that he’s 2n for 173 727 3, because 271377185, that
is not the usual place where a plant grows.
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
