If a Korban Pesach is offered before Erev Pesach, it has the
status of a Korban Shelamim. For this to happen, the Korban
must undergo an Akiras Shem. This means that the owner of the
animal must declare or otherwise demonstrate that he no longer
considers this animal to be a Korban Pesach. Whenever an
Akiras Shem is necessary and the animal is slaughtered without ’ 7

ong, it is still considered a full-fledged Korban Pesach and n j ‘ l)
