The next Mishna continues the narrative of the Y om Kippur
service, and begins describing the process of the nonwnn Yyw.

An 7 is a specific type of vow and pledge, in which a person
accepts upon himself'to pay a specific amount of money
stipulated in the Torah based on age and gender.

o’nIn

A panis another type of pledge and donation.

There are two types of Charamim:

Chermei Kohanim, which are given to the Kohanim for their
personal use and cannot be redeemed from the Kohen;
Chermei Shamayim, which are donated to the Beis ha’Mikdash
for Bedek ha'Bayis - maintenance of the Bais HaMikdash, and
can be redeemed like any other Hekdesh.

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The Gemara relates that the students of Rebbe Eliezer
proceeded to ask him many different questions - several about
the n5>nwin YW - and in various ways he deflected each
question and did not answer them.
