We have a rule that if the Torah states a principle regard-
ing TWO Halachos unnecessarily - as in our case, where
we could have learned 5npn from 1z - it is meant to be
applied specifically in those areas and not others.
Therefore, we CANNOT apply the principle of ma»n ows
to any other Mitzvos.
