The Korban HaOmer is an offering of barley that is brought on
the second day of Pesach. The 16th of Nissan is also known as
731 oY, because the Omer offering is waved by the Kohen in all
directions, while he is standing near the nam.

The Gemara explains
that the Tanna Kamma holds that this may be done even

somewhere other than their permanent seat, they may blow
Shofar there.

The Beis HaMikdash might be rebuilt late on the 15th, and there
would not be enough time to bring the 117 1297 until late on
the 16th. Therefore, "Rt 12 1317 127 said MOR 1912 371 OV RPWY, that
wn shall remain Mox all day on the 16th of Nissan.

According to Rebbe Yehuda, Chadash is xn»mx7» ox all day
on the 16th. Therefore, °X27 12 377 121 did not enact a new 73pn,
rather

Ppnm w7 - He taught and reminded the people that until now
we had the Beis HaMikdash, and w7n became permitted
sometime during the day - but now that there is no Beis
HaMikdash, w7n remains mox all day on the 16th of Nissan.
