It refers to separating edible food from the waste matter. Our
Daf discusses the laws of 9712 as they apply to Yom Tov, what is
permissible and in what fashion.
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'R, or 130YY), is the Torah prohibition of wearing a mixture of
wool and linen in a garment, as is stated in the Torah;
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So let’s review.....

We had learned previously that actions related to 1 Yy
wo1 are permitted on Yom Tov. However, as we will see

in our Mishna, some nixm, even though they are permit-
ted on Yom Tov, require a mw in order to perform them
on Yom Tov.

For example, spices were generally ground in a stone
mortar, with a stone pestle. Therefore,

Spices may be ground on Yom Tov, with a wooden
pestle only, which is a e from the usual stone pestle,
but he may use the stone mortar.

However, salt must be crushed either in an earthenware
vessel, or with a wooden spoon, which is a greater nrw
from the usual stone mortar and pestle.

n“aholds that spices may be ground with a stone pestle,
without a v, while salt must be ground with a wooden
pestle, which represents a minor mrw. In both cases, he
may use the stone mortar.

The gemara cites 2 opinions, namely that of Rav Huna
and Rav Chisda, as to why according to both v”1 and a“a
a greater mrv is required for crushing salt than for
grinding spices on Yom Tov.

One says, because all dishes need salt - And since he
was aware before Yom Tov that he will need salt on Yom
Tov, he should have prepared the salt before Yom Tov -
and if he did not do so, the Chachamim required a
greater »w. However, spices are not always needed.
Therefore, if the need arises, he may grind spices with
no mrw, according to 4 na, or a minor ', according to

The other opinion says that spices lose some of their
flavor if ground before Yom Tov, which is why they are
permitted, as opposed to salt, which does not lose its
flavor, and could have been prepared before Yom Tov.

The Gemara goes on to cite two Braisos:

The First Braisa says:

The Second Braisa says:

A large mortar is ~iox, a small mortar is \nm.

There are two questions here:

-1- The first Braisa seems to be saying that all crushing —
even in a small mortar is wox — while the second Braisa
clearly says that a small mortar is ~nm.

-2- The first Braisa itself seems contradictory — It first
States that only now is nox — and then says that all
crushing is -iox.

The Gemara offers two answers:

Abaye explains that the first Braisa actually agrees with
the second Braisa, and when it said;

nwnonma pwnp x — It was referring to a v nwnon — Only a
large mortar is aox, but a mwop nwnon, a smaller mortar is
generally ~nin. However, 1o is aiox even in a mop nwnon
because of the 5 nv involved.

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Rava explains:

That the first Braisa is using 1o as an example to teach
that all crushing is ~iox, even in a mop nwnon. However,

The second Braisa, which allows mup nwnon, is referring
to the communities in ma, where they do not have
servants, but do the work themselves - and they will be
careful to only use mop nunon. The first Braisa, which
forbids mwp nwnon, is referring to

ey 13, who have many servants - who, if we permit
the use mop nunon, will use a nwm nwnon, and say that they
used mop nwnon. Therefore, the Chachamim forbade even
nmop nwnon.

The next Mishnah discusses i — separating edible food
from the waste matter - which is ~iox on Shabbos. The
question is — Is it .\nm on Yom Tov wea ik yuvy?

Even Bais Hillel, who permits - on Yom Tov, forbids
using regular sifting utensils, because this would appear
that he is sifting large quantities to be used after Yom
Tow.

The Gemara adds that if removing the n4ioo is more
strenuous than removing the i, Bais Hillel agrees that
he must remove the i, because we must always
minimize xnvv on Yom Tov.

Rabban Gamliel even permits ia by washing the nimop,
and having the waste matter float to the top, and then
removing the waste matter from the water.

Bais Shamai teaches that on Yom Tov we may only send
prepared food packages one to another — because, if the
recipient will not use the unprepared items on Yom Tov,
the xn1o involved in sending the package will have been
for naught.
